Scholarship Preparation Recommendations:

1. Maintain a full timetable with as high an average as you can reasonably keep.

2. See if your parents or guardian’s have access to scholarships through their employment. You may also have access to scholarships with the company that you are working for - it is worth it to ask.
3. Check with local service groups to see if they offer scholarships or bursaries.
4. Register at www.studentawards.com  & www.scholarshipscanada.com for scholarship info to be sent to you.

5. Stay involved in your community – keeping a record of the volunteer activities that you do.

6. Research the Alberta Government Information Service (ALIS) website – www.alis.gov.ab.ca .

7. When leadership opportunities come take advantage and get involved – make sure you keep a record of these activities.
8. Come into the Guidance Office and look through our Scholarships binders – this is particularly helpful for subject specific scholarships.

9. Check with the post-secondary institution that you are intending to go to, to see if they have entrance scholarships and what other scholarships are available to beginning students.

10. Apply for student loans – even if you know you will not be accepted. The funding framework for a substantial amount of scholarships in Alberta is set up for people who have applied for student loans only. (This means if you haven’t applied for a student loan they will not consider you for certain scholarships.)
